How it all started

The evolution of the TV game has taken
place over a number of years and, like
many other high-tech areas, has its origin
in research work which was carried out for
2 vastly different cosmercial application

It was back in the 1950s that an
invention was patented in the United
States for the electronic circuitry
needed to produce 'spots' on a television
screen for a trainee pilot in a simulator
to fly at, around, or away from. This
then paved the way for the design and
production of integrated circuits which
could direct spot, shape, formation and
movenment .

The holder of the rights to these
particular patents saw the potential of
a special circuit which could be added
on to a domestic television receiver,
which led to the introduction of the
first television tennis game incorporating
a simple add-on screen. From there,
developments speeded up rapidly. Next,
we'll tell you about 'PONG' - and the
exciting part Atari played in the
technology of TV games.
