We take a look at the full version of DeluxePaint ST, the amazing art 

package on your ST FORMAT Cover Disk. State of the art or what? 

D e/uxePaint (known to happenin', radical 
cyber-artists as DPaintJ was first intro­
duced for that dead old workhorse, 

the PC, and later made its way into games 
machine territory by appearing on the Amiga. It 
soon became a standard by which all other art 
packages were measured - but not on the ST! 

Now the times they are a-changin'. At long 
last, DPaint is available for the ST, STE and 
Mega and takes full advantage of the environ­
ment on those systems. Could it become the 
definitive art package for your machine too, or 
has it arrived too late to beat the hold that 
Degas Elite and NeoChrome have on ST artists' 
imaginations? 

A close look at DPaint reveals some of the 
features that justly made it famous. The first 
thing you see is the menu bar containing a 
whole bundle of icons which you use to select 
the program's functions. The panel differs from 
the original and has been extensively 
redesigned to make life easier. 

A simpler approach has been used to 
enable you to select and modify functions. 
Clicking the left button on an icon enables you 
to use that function and clicking Ille right button 
on it brings up a sub-menu. The sub-menus

for example, to draw a simple freehand 
squiggly line you simply left-<:lick on the free­
hand draw icon and commence drawing on the 
main screen. If you right-click the button on the 
icon, you can select a different brush to draw 
with, continuous or dotted lines, or a function to 
create filled shapes which you merely have to 
outline yourself. 

Below the menu bar is the zoom monitor, 
not a new idea, but one which has been bril· 
liantly implemented. With the monitor turned on, 
you can see part of your drawing at one of five 
levels of magnification. 

The zoom monitor follows your cursor 
movements in real-time - you don't need to 
keep repositioning the frame as you do with 
Degas. As you whizz about the screen, drawing 
and erasing, the zoom monitor constantly dis· 
plays the area around the cursor at the chosen 
magnification level. No selections, toggles or 
extra key presses needed. Just pass the cursor 
over the spot to get a closer look. 

You can work directly in the zoom window 
with a magnified cursor for pixel-perfect editing 
and only then do you move around using the 
cursor arrows. This enables you to keep all your 
scribblings within a controlled area, without dan­
ger of damaging too much of the whole image. 
Your current brush does not paint outside the 
zoom monitor's display until you move it. 

DPaint includes a host of other features 
which you'd expect from any art package. It has 
the usual line, circle, ellipse, rectangle and

square draw, all with selectable line styles and 
fill patterns. However, the resulting shape can 
be used immediately as a brush for painting 
with, which is incredibly useful. Gone are the 
days of having to create a brush in a spare cor­
ner, cut it out, remove the original and so on. 
Now you can just select To Brush and pull out 
that weird elliptical brush you need. When it's 
complete, it's attached to the cursor and you 
can go straight ahead and use it. 

A feature found on few other art packages 
is the curve draw tool. It uses the principle of 
Bezier curves (Bezier was Ille design engineer 
at Renault who invented them) to draw any 
smooth curve you desire. All you need to do is 
select two end points and two control points. 
Positioning the end points is easy (using the 
zoom monitor) and then you can adjust the con­
trol points to give you all kinds of curved line. 

Other standard art package features that 
have been enhanced include an airbrush, a fill 
tool, text entry mode and a custom brush faci~ 
ity. The airbrush sprays multiple colours in 
varying levels of density over a user-definable 
area at a selectable flow rate. Sounds complex, 
but it's actually dead simple to use and pro­
duces excellent results quickly. 

The fill tools can fiU using solid, dithered (a 
tiny chess-board style) or gradient patterns in 
any colour. It can map fills around circles and 
ellipses to give them 3D shadowing and lift 
them off the page. Gradient fills can use harsh 
lines between colours or soften gradually to 
blend in. You can even use the current brush to

weather in the English Channel 
deteriorated rapidly. slowing the Allied 
Forces' progress as they met not the "stiff 
resistance expected, but a much stronger, 
and agressive Posture'' adopted by German 
commanders. 
German forces were expected only to 
defend the Forness of Europe in the face of 
the concentrated Allied attack on the 
narrow Cherbourg peninsula. Their tactics 
of meeting the Allied attacking hordes with 
split forces on multiple fronis is a reversal 
of the strategy anticipated, illustrating the 
flexibility of the Axis forces' banle plans.

They appear 10 be utilising the baule tools 
at their disposal to maximum effect. 

It is imperative that the leaders of the Allied 
Expeditionary Force modify their invasion 
plans. It is fortunate that, very soon, 
Rainbird will give them the means to do so.

He was 
accompanied by Mr. Winston Chur chill, 
as Minister in Attendance. The King and 
Mr. Churchill also vis ited Air Ch ief 
Marshal Sir Trafford Le.igh-Mallory, C.­
in -C. , at his H.Q. of the Allied Air 
Forces. 
The King and the Prime Minister drove 
together from Buck ingha m Palace 
immediately after luncheon, which Mr. 
Churchill had taken with the King. At the 
H.Q. the King and the Prime Minister 
talked to high officers directing operations 
in the field. and were shown the expecte.cl 
effects of the one hundred variables 
governing the outcome of the invasion. 
They were also shown reports coming in 
from the beaches , and discussed the 
Production goals which have been set 
tewards building up the ports of Southern 
England. 

ALLIES' TACTICAL 
MISTAKES 

From our Special Correspondent 
in London 

It was becoming apparent in London last 
night that Allied commanders may well 
have underestimated the potential of the 
German Forces, and made serious tactical 
errors in drawing up their initial banle plans. 
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They must now reassess furthe r lines of 
action in order to take full advan1age of the 
flexibility at 1heir fingenips. 

The 'Atlantic Wall' of resistance built by 
1he Germans cannot apparenily be 
surmounted by the s ingle unit auacks 
launched agains1 it under prevailing 
conditions. Allied forces are preparing to 
switch to multiple front att acks with a 
heightening of agression.The concentration 
on viewing the battle at Divi sion Level 
mus1 be widened to encompass a greater 
degree of Group Level strategic planning. 

Even if such last minute sw itches in the 
banle equations prove wise . doubts are 
surfacing in London over the Allied Forces 
readiness to enco unter all six teen terrain 
types if a s ucce ssful beach-head is 
established. 

Allied command has extensive knowledge 
of all 'special squares' along the French 
coast. These are points of major strategic 
importance such as ports, towns and 
fortifications. They are gaining up to the 
minute information on local temperature, 
climate and wind direction, in addition 10 
the potential capability and strengths of the 
Axis production polls. 

Keeping track of all the factors with in the 
conflict is being made easie r by the 
constant updat ing of bau le reports 
dispa1ched from the front, and the inputting

T he new football season 
has begun and English 
teams are back in 

Europe; two facts that haven't 
escaped the notice of Microprose 
whose new game sets out to re­
create the pace and action of 
international football on your ST. 

rnternational Soccer Challenge 
has two play options: World Cup 
and Super League. There's also a 
practise option for perfectionists 
and a load game option. 

The World Cup scenario 
enables you to play through the 
entir,e tournament for the team of 
your choice. The teams are 
already sorted in.to groups, so if 
your footy skills aren't exactly inter· 
national standard, you can pick a 
strong side in a weak group. 

You have the option to rename 
the team of your choice so you 
can have something like ST FOR· 
MAT International Wonder Boys 
With Big Bellies And Manly Hairdos 
playing against Italy and routing 
them in the process. The com­
puter decides the results of the 
other matches and displays a 
group table after each match. 

The Super League option con­
sists of famous European teams 

including Liverpool and Manchester 
utd, but if your allegiances lie 
south of the Watford gap then you 
can enter your own team. 

The practise option includes 
most of the elements you're con­
fronted with during a match. Differ­
ent types of pass can be tried out 
by booting the ball across the 
pitch to a stationary player, cor­
ners can be perfected and vicious 
penalties punted at the goalie. 

Once a match play option has 
been chosen, a new screen 
enables you to specify your 
striker's name, the match length, 
the control option and the degree 
of difficulty. The control option 
enables you to play just one player 
or skip between different mem­
bers of the team. 

The match commences with 
the players emerging from the tun­
nel, re-adjusting their boxes and 
taking up positions around the 
pitch.

What sets Soccer Challenge apart 
from other football simulators are 
the graphics. The game is viewed 
from a slightly elevated position 
looking up the pitch and scrolling 
is extremely smooth. 

A tremendous amournt of 
effort has gone into making the 
players move as fluidly as poss~ 
ble. They actually run, not hop, 
skip, float or moonwalk. What's 
more these footballers are visible, 
not just specks on a green baize 
background. 

The game is viewed as if on 
one of those mega TVs you ·see at 
super stadiums and the position of 
individual players is shown on a 
radar~ike screen to the right. 

Sound is well-implemented, 
consisting of a series of samples 
which don't interrupt the game­
play, though a moronic tune plays 
at the start and an even duffer one 
greets each goal scored. 

VERDICT 
Since the beginning of this year, 
ST fORMA T has reviewed more 
than ten football games. It there­
fore seems fairly likely that you 
already own a soccer simulator of 
some sort. So the Questiom really 
is, what does this game have to 
otter which is new? The answer is 
stunning visuals and a comprehen­
sive practice option. The graphics 
are the best seen in any football 
game and the practice option soon 
has you playing like a true pro. The 
game doesn't have a two-player 
option, but how many people really 
play two-player games anyway? 

If you haven't got a decent 
soccer sim or you can't get along 
with the one you've got, give Soc· 
cer Challenge a try.

The first and most radical of 
the improvements hits you when 
you load up. When the original 
Rick Dangerous was released in 
September '89, the programmers 
made the big mistake of making it 
so tough that it was impossible to 

get past level two. Microprose 
recently released a new version 
enabling you to play without work­
ing through the levels in sequenc.e 
and Rick Dangerous II uses the 
same idea. Each time you start the 
game yolire presented with a 
menu from which to select any of 
the five levels available. 

The scrolling has vastly 
improved; an levels scroll horizon­
tally or vertically and you're not 
forced to take any particular route. 
At many points you can proceed in 
two directions; one may lead to a 
bonus room while the other leads 
to sweaNnducing problems. 

It's possible to double-back on 
your route giving you scope to 
explore various options when con­
fronted with a problem. For exam­
ple, you can climb up a ladder only 
to realise that certain steps acti­
vate a laser and bolts of lightning 
are suddenly searing your 
brrtches. The answer may well be 
to jump off the ladder before the 
lasers start up. 

At one point your path is 
blocked by a massive brick in a 
low-ceilinged corridor. You can 
crouch down and crawl along the 
corridor, but you can't demolish 
the block because you can't use 
any of your weapons when you're 
crouching.

step into the corridor and 
lob a grenade to get 

rid off the block. 
When it just

The scrolling is a little peculiar. 
As you reach the end of a screen 
and move into the next, the entire 
display leaps forward one screen 
placing you at the start of the new 
one. This differs from the up and 
down movement where the 
scrolling is. smooth. 

Sprites are miniscule com­
pared to some of the mooolithic 
monsters we've seen recently on 
the ST. Rick himself is little more 
than 16 pixels sQuare, tiny corn· 
pared to the 32().pixel width of the 
screen. This is just large enough to 
keep the game absorbing, which is 
fortunate because the later levels 
do take you to some visually stun­
ning settings. 

In many of the scenes there 
are neat additional effects such as 
twinkling stars, vicious lasers, 
sparks, spikes and falling masonry 
- all of which are well-defined and 
highly atmospheric. 

VERDICT 
Admit it, Rick Dangerous I had you 
glued to your seat. Well, Rick Dan­
gerous II is going to do the same 
thing for twice as long.

But like war itself, which has 
gone from sticks and stones to 
nukes and nerve gas, UMS has 
escalated.

Other new elements of the 
conflict system include transport 
capahility and battle rel)O(ts. You 
can direct umts all over the world 
using a simple menu-selection pro­
cess to select the aggressive 

manoeuvre required and a likely 
location to head for. 

You can tell your infantry to 
march to a location and attack it, 
using a simple "elastic-line' to 
direct your troops.

Simulcra has all these qualities 
and more; instead of the 
traditional overhead view that 
stems back to Space Invaders, it 
introduces 3D aliens, a 3D 
landscape and new objectives into 
the tired and hackneyed genre. 

Simulcra is arranged as a 
series of scenarios and within 
each scenario are five matrices. 
Each matrix is essentially a 
complete level in itself. When the 
game starts, the matrix pops up 
to i111dicate where you are, your 
direction and the difficulty of each 
level. It's your unenviable job to 
work your way from one end of the 
matrix to the other. 

If it sounds like plain sailing 
and just your kind of game then go 
away and slash your wrists now. 
This is your worst nightmare 
magnified ten times. Besides 
hurling missiles at the monstrous 
number of alien craft heading your 
way, you also need to break down 
special energy barriers which 
divide the matrix into partitions. 
Destroying each one isn't just a 
case of catapulting a few well­
timed missiles into the awesome 
wall, instead you need to track 
down an elusive energy generator 
and blast it to smithereens. 

This formidable challenge is 
fought in outer space and set on a 
huge series of connecting tracks 
which essentially "float" in space. 
You command a Simulcraft, 
capable of moving James Bond­
style either by land or air. 

When you move by land you 
need to stick to the tracks which 
weave around the matrix. 

If you choose to. fly you need 
to make certain you're equipped 
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with wings (enemy craft blast them 
off if you're not careful). Flight is 
the fastest way to hurtle round 
each matrix but it's also the 
hardest You can fall victim to flying 
enemies and you must be careful 
not to crash into barriers. 

Your progress round the maze 
is hampered by trigger -happy 
aliens, enemy installations and 
stationary obstacles. 

Shooting many of these turns 
them into special pods. If you pick 
up the pods before they disappear, 
you can collect the bonuses they 
offer. Some reward you with extra 
points, others give you new lives 
or extend the abilities of your craft. 

You can, for instance, buy a radar 
to scan for enemies or wings to 
replace those lost in battle. 

EFFECTS 
It's the visuals which prevent this 
from being just another seen-it-all· 
before shoot-'em-up. Arranged as 
coloured connecting tracks wilich 
extend into the horizon, they give 
a real impression of depth. 

When you want to move left or 
right, tap the joystick in your 
intended direction and the entire 
display revolves round. Stop 
moving the joystick and the scr,een 
stops moving. Now push forward 
on the stick and you launch 
yourself into the great unknown. 

Enemy installations, alien craft 
and even pods are represented as 
a series of 3D plains in a similar 
manner to those found in the 
Freescape games such as Driller 
or Castle Master. 

Sound effects are confined to 
spot noises which emerge 

whenever you're under attack or 
when you fire weapons. 

VERDICT 
Simulcra adds exciting new life to 
a game style which is frankly dead 
and buried. With hosts of 
collectable weapons and two 
forms of movement - air or land -
i t has enough to keep you 
returning to the game for months.

you look down obliquely on the 
dungeon. To control Karadoc you 
use the joysbck and the keyboard 
rather than the mouse. Movement 
can be switched between four and 
eight directions which makes swift 
movement through the dungeon a 
lot easier. 

Objects can be manipulated 
by calling up the icon window at 
the bottom of the screen. This 
enables you to pick up, use and 
examine pickaxes, keys and any­
thing else that takes your fancy. 

An inventory of what you're 
carrying can be called up by 
pressing the space bar and individ­
ual items can be exammed in 
greater detail by pressing the 
return key. Close examination of 
items often reveals clues which 
aren't immediately obvious. 

All sorts of ugly creatures live 
in the dungeon and these can ser~ 
ously damage your hero's health. 
In the opening scene a large Loch 
Ness-type monster rears out of the 
water and roars at you and 
throughout the dungeon, maggots, 
snakes and creepy,crawlies slither, 
creep and crawl about. 

EFFECTS 
The graphics in Cadaver are exce~ 
lent. The walls of the dungeon are 
grey and crumbling and evoke a 
claustrophobic aura of mysticism 
and decay. A lot of time has been 
spent making sure each particular 
dungeon its own distinctive look. 
Karadoc in particular is welklrawn,

VERDICT 
Cadaver has a perfectly judged 
difficulty factor that keeps you 
hooked on solving the next prob­
lem that crops up. The first few 
screens ease you into the game 
and provide elementary problems 
illustrating how to go about solving 
the game, from then on the going 
just gets trickier and trickier. 

Movement of Karadoc can be 
annoying when you inadvertently 
step through doors when only try· 
ing to pick up objects nearby, but 
at least when you do step through 
them the screen updates are fast. 

The Bitmap Brothers have 
brought rite to a tired genre. 
Cadaver is an immensely playable 
game stuffed full of dungeons, 
dragons, dead bodies and 
dwarves - all the elements those 
well-adjusted rolei)layers love!

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I n the beginning there were 
arcade games and adventure 
games. Arcade games 

involved waggling your joystick 
and repeatedly pressing the fire 
button; adventure games involved 
typing things like go west, climb 
dragon and mount damsel. 

Over the years the boundary 
between these two genres has 
become increasingly blurred and 
now with the full advent of the 
graphic adventure game they have 
met squarely in the middle. The 
arcade adventure format was used 
by Sierra in the Space Quest 
series, but those games look pos~ 
lively limited when compared to 
Operation Stealth. 

The opening screens explain 
in a movie-like sequence that 
someone has nicked a Stealth 
bomber from the Americans. Obvi­
ously the United States Air Force 
find this situation highly embarass· 
ing and so ask the CIA to track 
down the stealthy robber. 

The star of the game is a spy 
called John Glames whom you coir 
trol via the graphics and pul I-down, 
pop,up menus. Your task is to help 
him find the missing plane and 
solve problems along the way . 

The location switches to CIA 
headquarters where your boss is 
sat behind his desk with his Mickey 
Mouse telephone. He briefs you on 
the situation and gives you a spe­
cial briefcase a la James Bond 
which contains all sorts of special

The first scene is set in the 
airport arrival lounge. You walk off 
the plane and have problems get­
ting past the Gringo-hating cus­
toms officials. from here on in you 
require a good deal of ingenuity to 
complete the game. 

Glames is controlled entirely 
by the mouse. To move him you 
point to a position on the screen 
and he makes his way there. You 
have to point where his feet {rather 
than his head) are going to end up 
or he strolls off in the wrong direc­
tion. If he stops in front of a door, 
pointing at ,t makes him open it 
and stroll inside. 

All other actions are earned 
out via a pop-up menu, activated 
by pressing the right mouse but­
ton. Options available from this 
menu are Examine, Take, Inven­
tory, Use, Operate and Speak. 

These commands have differ­
erit effects depending on whether 
you press the right or the left 
mouse button. The left mouse but­
ton bnngs up a crosshair cursor 
enabling you to interact with things 
on the screen. If you press the 
right mouse button you can inter­
act with anything that's in your 
possession. For example, rt you 
press the left mouse button on 
Examine in the first screen in the 
arrival lounge you can check out 
everything from the potted plant to 
the customs official. If you click 
the right mouse button on Exam­
ine then the option to check out 
your airline ticket or your briefcase 
is available. 

The other options from the 
main menu are self-explanatory. 
The most useful of these other 
commands are Use and Operate.

HOW TO CLEAR CUSTOMS 

Speaking to people leads to 
some interesting interchanges and 
is essential to your progression; in 
other words, speak to every wino, 
florist and dog you encounter and 
you won't go far wrong. 

There's a good deal of prob­
lem-solving involved; sometimes 
these are fairly simple hassles 
such as changing your money into 
another currency and sometimes 
they're life-threatening hassles 
which require several attempts to 
crack. The key is to save as often 
as you can and this is carried out 
by pressing both mouse buttons at 
once. Options in this menu include 
load, save and restart. 

EFFECTS 
Delphine have really gone to town 
on the graphics! Right from the 
brilliant initial cinematic loading 
sequence you can tell that a 
tremendous amount of effort has 
gone into making Operatioo 
Stealth look superb. 

The layered backgrounds that 
Glames manoeuvres through are 
detailed and attractively drawn and 
a lot of thought has gone into 
working out how to convey the 
maximum amount of information 
Without words. 

If you examine certain objects 
then a large blow-up appears 
which you can manipulate. For 
example at the beginning of the 
game you need to use your brief· 
case. When you examine this a 
blow-up appears and you can take 
items out or manipulate anything 
you find in it. 

John Glames moves so 
smoothly around the screen that 
he sometimes appears to be 
moonwalking. The other charac­
ters you encounter in the game 
remain fairly static, but they are all 
welklrawn.

Operation Stealth is excellent! It 
sets the standard which other soft· 
ware houses should aim to match.

game charts in Germany. Cast in 
the Dungeon Master/U/tima 
mould, Dragonflight is a hybrid 
combination of adventure styles. 

You can leap straight into the 
action or plod through the l 04-
page scene-setting novella which 
tells the story of how magic and 
dragons, once bountiful, have all 
but vanished from the world. Now 
they are both needed to save 
humans, dwarfs and el•,es from 
evil powers. 

You control four ct,aracters: 
two humans (a fighter and a wiz­
ard), a dwarf fighter and an elven 
all-rounder. They each begin the 
game with a little food and money, 
and one of the four Rings of Stasis 
- into which they retreat when 
mortally wounded. 

The wizard also has a piece of 
a map which can be examined to 
show a large-scale plan of the 
game world. Unfortunately, the 
other eleven pieces of this carto­
graphical opus are scattered 
across various landmasses. The 
piece you passess only p.roves the 
game world is bloody enormous. 

Exploration takes place over 
an Uftima-like display: overhead 
graphic screen, character status 
window, and action menu. You can 
chat to city inhabitants, wander 
into shops and inns, and visit resi­
dents in their homes. Once kitted 
out you can leave Pagana, the city 
from which your quest begins, and 
seek out the dungeons that were 
once the "schools' of white and 
black magicians and which still 
contain much that's useful to you. 

The dungeons are brilliantly 
designed; you travel through the 
corridors in first person perspec-

tive and as your torch burns low 
visibility decreases. 

Features are limited to doors, 
chests and magical mouths built 
into walls: doors may be locked 
and lead either into rooms or stair­
wells, chests usually contain some­
thing of worth, but are often 
booby-trapped, and the magical 
mouths work on a 
riddle mechanism. 
If you closely exam­
ine one of these 
features, it asks a 
question and you 
must provide the 
answer to proceed. 

Monsters only 
inhabit rooms, so 
at least you're safe 
in the corridors. 
When you enter a

EFFECTS 
The graphics are colourful and 
atmospheric, and impressive an~ 
mation sequences crown a welli)re­
sented game. Combat sequences 
are nothing like the usual joystick 
blast but are instead tactical exer­
cises showing treballs and spells 
as they're hurled from character to 
character. A wonderful attention to 
detail means the magic mouths in 
the dungeon poke their tongues 
out at you when you get answers 
wrong. 

Music is passable, but won't 
have you rushing down to the 
shops to get the twelv~nch. More 
sound effects, which are limited in 
the dungeon and combat areas, 
wouldn't have gooe amiss. 

VERDICT 
The scenario may be old hat, but 
your quest is long term and open­
ended enough to give you com­
plete adventuring freedom. For 
those who tike their role-playing on 
an epic Dungeon Master scale, 
Dragonflight is an absorbing add~ 
tion to any adventurer's collection. 
On the negative side, the docu­
mentation is awful, despite the 
obvious work that went into ~. and 
wonderful in-game presentation is 
let down by counter-intuitive execu­
tion. Unfortunately, the price, at 
least a tenner more than the 
game's worth, is likely to banish 
this otherwise E11joyable game to 
the distant realm of legend.

The visuals and sound effects are 
remarkably unremarkable. The main 
character sprite is tiny, backdrops 
are dull and bad guys are a joke.

You meet the odd gar­
goyle and dragon who look more 
scary, but they aren't animated well 
enough to keep you interested.

The graphics in Universe 3 are 
functional and pleasing, but can 
hardly be considered original. The

The graph­
ics screen shows an overhead view 
with a slanted perspective. tt a 
close-up of an object is requested 
this overlays the map screen. 

Sound is sampled, sparingly 
used and (guess what?) exactly the 
same as that used in Breach 2. 
The screams emitted when some­
one dies are guaranteed to alarm 
anyone standing within ten feet of 
your computer. 

VERDICT 
Universe 3 has many of the ele­
ments of adventure games incl~ 
ing problem solving and character 
interaction, but it couldn't be 
described as a thought-provoking 
strategy game - unless you have a 
brain the size of a pea. It's a 
severely fimited game; the verb list 
is more of a handicap than a help, 
constantly clicking on icons gives 
you nothing but blisters and move­
ment of players is ultimately slow 
and frustrating.

P uzzle games suffer from

Magic Lines is an electrical 
version of Pipe Mania, but instead 
of laying water pipes, you build a 
channel for a red spark to pass 
through. It's one of those move­
tl1e-blocks,before-the-time-runs-out 
puzzles with 24 pieces on a five 
by five grid. The mathematicians 
among you will already have 
worked out that that leaves one 
empty space. Clicking on a block 
adjacent to the space moves it 
into the hole. 

Each block is either blank or 
has a motif on it. These motifs are 
sections of the channel and the 
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idea is to form a channel that 
passes through all of the blue 
coloured pieces before the time 
runs out. 

EFFECTS 
The graphics are excellent. The 
backdrops are attractive and the 
tiles themselves are finely detailed 
and move smoothly. 

Cheerful sampled music plays 
throughout the game and acts as 
a sedative when the frustration 

gets to boiling point. A blip 
announces the movement of a 
block and a little tune plays if the 
spart. leaves the channel - none of 
which is exactly spectacular, but it 
all helps in the end. 

VERDICT 
Magic Lines is a tricky little 
puzzler. Though there are much 
better puzzle games around it 
might be worth £20 of your 
money - if your idea of fun is to 

get so frustrated that you have a 
manic desire to repeatedly hit your 
keyboard with your brother's head!

VERDICT

If Fa/con is one of those 
games you constantly return to, 
then this disk is for you.

T he most popular type of scanner for 
the amateur Robert Maxwell is the 
handheld scanner which takes up very 

little space, is easy to operate and if used prop­
erly produces perfect results. Handhelds are a 
lot cheaper than their flatbed counterparts, 
which are large, printer-sized gizmos designed 
for professional installations. 

Daatascan Professional uses a handheld, 
the Mitsubishi MH105AG coupled with Pandaars 
hom~grown hardware and software. It includes

an interface box which plugs into the srs car· 
tridge port and connects the scanner, an exter· 
nal power supply and your faithful ST together. 

The Mitsubishi scanner copes with black 
and white and colour pictures (though its output 
is always mono) using different dither patterns 
where different colours lie. Colour documents 
are harder to scan effectively because contrast 
levels are generally lower, so the scanners get 
confused. The Mitsubishi has three dither set­
tings, plus mono and one of them is bound to 
produce the results you want. 

Most important of all, the scanner is capa 
ble of operating at four different resolutions: 
100, 200, 300 and 400 dots per inch (dpi). At 
400 dpi the scanned image is incredibly 
detailed and shows subtle variations in shade,

A I 00 
dpi scan uses less memory, but is a lot more 
blocky.

The software is simple to operate, enabling 
you to use either standard GEM drop-down 
menus, keyboard shortcuts or on-screen icons.

IN THE BEGINNING ... 
Let's start at the very beginning, assuming only 
that you've successfully unpacked your ST and 
plugged it into an electrical supply. 

The srs Desktop, the screen you're first 
presented with when the computer is switched 
on, is the starting point for all disk operations 

• The GEM Desktop as It appeano In all of 
the ST's graphic modes . From top to 

you wish to perform. This front end display is 
called a WIMP environment, which has nothing 
to do with conglomerations of seven stone 
weaklings, but stands for windows, icons, 
mouse and pointer. 

Towards the top left of the screen there are 
two icons (small pictures that, in this case, re­
present filing cabinets) with "Floppy Disk" 
printed underneath.

JARGON BUSTERS 
Acceseorr- small program which stays 
resident In memory and can be called up at 
any Instance by clicking on its name In the 
Desk menu . Accessories have an .ACC 
extension and can only be installed when the 
computer is l lnlt turned on. 
AUTO folder: any program that has a .PRG 
extension and doesn't require the use of GEM

RAM disk: a method of storing programs 
and data files In a computer 's memory. A 
RAM disk behaves like an ordinary disk drive;

copy files between other disks and so on . NB:

Root Directory: Whera a I lle Is If it isn 't 
Inside any folders .

WIMP Is simply an acronym for 
windows, Icons, mouse and poi nter. 

ST FORMAT 101 



DESKTOP f or begin ners 

> THE DISK DIRECTORY 
The simplest operation you can perform from 
the Desktop is calling up a disk's directory. A 
directory is simply a list of everything contained 
on a disk. 

First, ensure you've got a disk in the inter­
nal disk drive - the Language Disk that comes 
with your system will do. The internal disk drive 
is always referred to as drive A. 

Move the mouse pointer over the Floppy 
Disk A icon and press the left mouse button 
twice very Quickly. This double<lick action must 
be performed Quickly otherwise nothing hap­
pens. If nothing happens first time, keeping 
double<licking until the disk drive light comes 
on and you hear the disk motor whirr. 

Alter a few seconds a window appears on 
the Desktop. Inside the window there are var~ 
ous icons - this is the disk's directory. The 
icons are named; these are the file names. 

HOW TO COPY A FILE 
Thanks to GEM's versatility there are countless 
ways in which you can copy files from one disk 
to another or from one part of a particular disk 
to another. Here are a two of the more common 
methods you can use. 

Say you've got a file called PROGRAM.PRG 
in the root directory of a disk and you wish to 
copy it to the root directory of another disk. 
Here's what to do: 
• Insert the disk containing the file f>RO. 
GRAM.PRG into drive A. If you've got two disk 
drives, insert the disk you wish to copy PRO. 
GRAM.PRG to into drive B. 
• Double<lick on the drive A icon so that you

get a window displaying the contents of the 
disk's root directory. 
• Make sure the window containing the file 
PROGRAM.PRG does not obscure the drive B 
icon. If it does, move the window out of the way. 
• Highlight and drag PROGRAM.PRG to the 
drive B icon. This is done by clicking once and 
holding the left mouse buttoo while the pointer 
is over the PROGRAM.PRG icon. While still 
holding the left mouse button, move the mouse 
in the direction of the drive B icon. 
• When the drive B icon is highlighted (that is, 
turns black) let go of the left mouse button. 
• A message appears confirming that you 
wish to copy files. Simply click on OK. If you 
only have one drive, a second prompt appears 
reQuesting you to insert disk B into drive A This 
means remove the current disk from the drive 
(disk Al and insert the disk you wish to copy 
PROGRAM.PRG to (disk BJ. 
• From time to time messages appear asking 
you to insert either disk A or disk B. This only 
occurs if you've got one disk drive. Do yourself 
a favour and ensure you put the correct disk in 
the drive when prompted. 

Things get a little more complicated if you 
wish to copy a file, say PROGRAM.PRG, from 
the root directory of a disk to the folder (called 
for arguments sake PROGRAMS) of another 
disk. Follow these steps: 
• Insert the disk containing the folder 
PROGRAMS into drive A. If you've got two disk 
drives, insert the disk you wish to copy 
PROGRAM.PRG to into drive B. 
• Double<lick on the drive B icon to produce 
a directory window of the disk. If you've a single 
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disk drive you get a message requesting you to 
insert disk B into drive A - click on OK. Once 
you've located the folder called PROGRAMS, 
double-click on its icon so the window shows 
the contents of the folder. 
• Again, if you've got a single drive, remove 
the disk from the drive and replace it with the 
disk containing the file PROGRAM.PRG. Twin 
drive owners simply insert the disk containing 
PROGRAM.PRG into drive A. 
• Double<lick on the drive A icon. Single 
drive owners click on OK when the message 
insert disk A into drive A appears. 
• Ensure that this new window does not 
obscure PROGRAMS' window. Move the new 
window if it does. 
a Higlllight and drag the file PROGRAM.PRG 
to the PROGRAMS folder in the other window. 
• A message appears confirming that you 
wish to copy the file. Click on OK. If you only 
have one drive, a second prompt appears 
requesting you to insert disk B into drive A. This 
means remove the current disk from the drive 
(disk Al and insert the disk you wish to copy 
PROGRAM.PRG to (disk B). 
• Single disk drive owners get messages 
asking to insert either disk A or disk B. Once

A disk is blank when you buy it and needs to be 
structured in order to store information. Format­
ting is the name given to the procedure which 
structures a disk. 

Insert the disk you wish to format in drive A 
and click once on the floppy drive A icon so the 
disk image is highlighted. Move the pointer over 
tte File menu heading located at the top of the 
screen and click on the Format option that sub­
sequently appears. 

You're warned that formatting erases the 
disk's contents, so ensure you insert a blank 
disk in the drive and click on OK to proceed. 

A box appears with the options Exit, For­
mat, Single and Double. Single and Double 
refer to the type of disk you wish to format -
either single-sided or double-sided. All Mega 
STs, new STs and STEs have double-sided 
drives; old STs have single-sided drives. Select­
ill!: Single provides you with 360K of data stor­
age; Double provides you with 720K. 

Highlight either Single or Double and then 
cick on Format to initialise the disk. Formatting 
t2kes about 30 seconds. After that you can 
cick on Exit and use the disk for storage.

DESK ACCESSORIES 
Unlike standard executable programs with PRG 
or TOS extensions, Desktop accessories (recog­
nisable by their ACC extensions) can't be run by 
doubl~licking on them. Instead, GEM must be 
given instructions to load them at start up. 

Accessory files must be present in the root 
or main directory so that GEM can find them. 
Once installed, an accessory is run by pulling 
down the Desk menu and clicking on the acces­
sory's name. Up to six accessories can be held 
in memory at once - but they take up memory 
all the time the ST is running, so only install 
those you really need. 

Follow these simple steps to install 
your Desk accessories: 
• Copy all the accessories you wish to use into 
the root directory of a disk (see How To Copy A 
File if you're unsure about the procedure). 
• Insert the disk containing accessories in the 
root directory and press the reset button at the 
back of the machine. 
• When the Desktop appears, move the pointer 
to the Desk menu and click on the desired 
accessory's name to use it. 

THE NAME GAME 
Look through your collection of disks and you'll 
notice that file names consist of a maximum of 
eight characters followed by a possible three­
character extension. The extension can tell you 
a lot about the file: 
ACC: an accessory file. These can't be run in 
the usual way: they automatically load at boot 
time ii present in Uie root directory. 
BAS: BASIC files generated by First BASIC. 
DOC: usually a help file which contains 
information about a program or disk.

PRG: an executable GEM program. Doubl~lick­
ing on a file of this nature starts the program. 
RSC: a resource file which contains box, alert 
and drop-down menu infonmation. 
TOS: an executable file that doesn't require the 
use of windows, icons or the mouse pointer. 
TIP: a TOS takes parameters file. Clicking on 
this type of file results in a message asking you 
to enter information for the program to use. 

DISK COPYING 
You can only copy standard single-sided 
and double-sided ST disks from the GEM 
Desktop. To make a back-up of a disk - called 
for arguments sake 'i:iZ - you need a blank 
disk. The blank disk must first be fonmatted 
(see Formatting A Disk if you're unsure of 
the procedure). 

If you've one disk drive, insert disk 'i:iZ into 
floppy drive A. If you have two disk drives, 
insert disk XYZ into drive A and the recently for­
matted disk into drive B. Select the drive A icon 
with the mouse pointer and drag the icon onto 
the floppy drive B icon. Release the mouse but­
ton when the drive B icon reverses shading. 

An alert box appears warning you that 
copying disk A to disk B erases all the informa­
tion on disk B. Click on the OK button to con­
tinue. The Diskcopy box appears. 

Cfick on the Copy button and follow all 
prompts that subsequently appear. You're 
instructed to switch disks at certain points if 
using a single drive. GEM calls the two disks 
disk A (source) and disk B (destination) - make 
sure you don't confuse the two. 

When the copying procedure has finished, 
the Diskcopy box appears again. Cfick on Exit 
to return to the Desktop. stt

I HEARD A RUMOUR 
Problems w,th the STE still seem to be causing 

a certain amount o' worry for potential owners 

which is hardly surprising considering the con­
fusion surrounding its little-known specifiat1ons. 
Ian Marsh from Barnsley currently owns a 520 

STFM and is thinking about splashing out on a 
1040STE. He wants to know whether the 

£29.95 sound sampler, MasterSound, works on 
the new system. According to the technical 

bods at Pandaal (the suppliers) there are no 
known problems. 

Ian's other worries centre on the infamous 
medium resolution problem surrounding the 

STE. A classic ca!e of Chinese Whispers this 

one! Ian is worried that his medium resolution 

programs won't run, which is just not the case. 
The STE suffers from a small hiccup which 

prevents you from saVVlg the Desktop properly 

in medium resolution (it always re-boots in low 

resolution). However, you can still select 

medium resolution from the Set Preferences 
menu and then run your programs as normal. 

Panic not, oh ye of little faith! All it means is 

that you have a tee~y-weeny bit of extra clicking 

to do. Incidentally, Atari have issued an AUTO 
folder program to ix this problem and are cur­

If you use VIOi ST, the video 
digitising hardware from 
Rombo, you may have

of the video picture from the sides. This hap, 
pened to Steve Beach from Birmingham who 

tried to cure it usilg the vertical compression 
option in the accompanying software. Though it 

partially cured the problem, Steve found the 

best solution by far was to indulge in a little cre­
ative hardware twe3k111g. 

On the VIOi ST box, there's a hole with a 
small potentiometer inside (older versions 

require the lid to be removed to find it). This

John Rhodes from Leeds reckons the README 
files in the folders of the public domain software 
on the FORMAT Cover Disk drone on a bit and 
was wonderine how he could create his own.

INCOMPATIBLE DISKS? 
While copying files from our Cover Disk, 
Mandy Flower from Bath came up with a prob­
lem. She dragged the disk A icon to the disk B 
icon as you would normally when backing up a 
disk, but GEM said that the disks were of differ­
ent formats and wouldn't let her proceed. How­
ever she's discovered a way around the 
problem and like all good solutions, this is 
extremely simple. 

Drag the Disk A icon to the Disk B icon as 
you would normally. However when the ST asks 
you to insert disk B, don't remove the disk -
simply click on OK. GEM then asks you to insert 
disk A again, but just click on OK. You can now 
copy the two disks as you normally would 
because GEM has been fooled into thinking 
you've got two disks of the same format. 

HARD DISK HASSLES 
Having read the letter about hard disk problems 
from August's DESKTOP, Les Kneeling came 
up with a better solution for saving a corrupted 

driver on an auto-booting hard disk. Try creating 
a floppy disk with the hard disk bypass boot 
sector using DC Format. Now put an auto 
folder on the floppy containing whichever hard 
disk driver you want to use and reset the com­
puter with the disk in drive A. This then initia~ 
ises the hard drive. 

If you've several partitions on the disk you 
may want to copy the ·oESKTOP.INF" file onto 
the floppy as well. Having got access to the 
hard drive the offending files can be fixed and 
the machine returns to normal the next time 
you press the reset button.

You also get 100 sounds on board; 80 of these 
are permanently fixed in the ROM, but you can 
program 20 of them using the software and 
store them on disk. 

The instrument is sectioned into Banks. 
Each Bank is in effect a synth and as such can 
be assigned a sound and MIDI channel either 
with the help of the software or by using the 
multi-function buttons on the front panel. A com­
bination of eight sounds is termed a Group and 
you can create and store 20 of these again with 
the help of the software.

The two drum kits provided are very 
impressive; each one has 60 velocity sensitive 
drum sounds with preset stereo positions and 
no nobceable background noise. 

The 20 high quality sou1ds stored in RAM 
prove that the instrument is capable of good 
sounds provided you have the time to work at 
the software. Without the software you can only 
manipulate the sounds with the buttons on the 
panel: detuning them, transposing, positioning 
them in stereo, setting the volume, altering the 
pitch bend range and settilg the split points. 

The software enables you to tweak every 
aspect of the sounds and create new ones. The 
shape and pitch of the sound is controlled with 
graphic sound envelopes that can be tugged 
around the screen and the numeric keys plus 
Alternate act as piano keys to test the sounds.

has an impressive set of check routines that 
pinpoints errors and sends out test tones for 
tuning and distortion. 

Other pages cover setting up sound banks, 
saVtni! to and from both disk and MIDI disk play­
ers/sequencers and altering the program num­
bers for each of the 100 sounds. There are 11 
new libraries of sounds on disk, but several of 
the voices are dupfteated. It would have been a 
good idea to have a printout function so that 
hard copy of the libraries could be available 
when you're trying to find that elusive favourite 
sound in a hurry. 

The documentation tells you what every· 
thing does, has neat diagrams and is grammat· 
ically correct, but without a step-by-step guide 
it's very frustrating. 

The EVS· l is an extremely competitively 
priced synth and a little effort spent altering 
and creating new sounds should beat the pre-

If you keep hitting bum notes and your synthesizer sounds like 
a motorbike then Vic Lenna rd is the man you need to listen to 
• I have a problem with a Yamaha EMT-10 
sound expander . When I play it from a 
Roland D-50 keyboard , the first piano 
voice distorts . Not all of the time , but cer ­
ta inly when I hit the keys at all hard . I took 
it back to the shop and tried another cou­
ple of units , but with exactly the same 
result. Are they all faulty? 

In a single word, no. The EMT-10 was built to 
go With Yamaha's C/av,nova, PSR and PSS 
series of keyboards. These either have a fixed 
note velocity or a velocity curve distinctly differ­
ent from the keyboard you are using. 

When you tum EMT-10 on, the default 
touch curve gives maximum volume at a note 
velocity of 64. This allows for the fact that 
many of the small Yamaha synths have a fixed 
note velocity of this value. However d you play 
a note the velocity of which is, say, J 20 this 
causes the EMT-1 O to attempt to play beyond 
its maximum volume. Consequently it distorts. 

However, au is not lost. ff yOU press the 
ELEC BASS button whde holding dooo the MIDI 
button, the second touch curve 1s selected. 
This gives maximum volume at a note velocity 
of 96. You should find that this improves the 
situation, although you may sti/J hear a trace of 
distortion occasionally. 

ff you're using a sequencer, you can prob­
ably edit the attack velocity of indMdual notes. 
Try to keep them below 1 10. You can also set 
the velocity curve via a system exclusive mes­
sage wtHch could be placed in your default 
song so that it automatically acts on the EMT-
1 O at the start of each session. This message 
is FO, 43, 73, 11, 11, 51, F7 with all numbers 
in hexadecmal. 

• This is going to sound really daft , but 
here goes. I record demos which ofte n 
involve piano. Because I'm not a particu­
larly good pianist , I play the left -hand part 
on one track of my sequencer and the 
right -hand part on the next track while lis· 
tening back to the first one. For some rea­
son, the right -hand notes keep cutting out 
even while I'm still holding the keys down!

I'm using a Roland Juno-106 for my main 
keyboard. What's happening? 

trs not daft, you're suffering from the "All Notes 
Off" CANO) syndrome. Some manufacturers 
transmit this MIDI message from a MIDI key­
board each time all notes have been released 
to ensure that any notes left hanging by the 
loss of a note off are silenced. 

When YoU record the left-hand part, an ANO 
message is sent every time your left-hand 1s 
removed from the keyboard. This message is 
recorded by your sequencer. When this track is 
played back and you're recording the right­
hand part, the ANO messages from track 1 are 
also transmrtted. ff you happen to be holding 
down notes at that point, they're cut off. 

There are various solutions. The first 1s to 
filter out ANO messages on the sequencer, but 
because you didn't say what model you use, I 
can't tell you whether this is possible. One sol· 
ution is to use a Yamaha sequencer - they 
ignore ANO messages or you could always edit 
out the individual messages which look like this 
Bn 78 00 (hexadecimal/ - where ·n· is the MIDI 
channel from O - F ( 1 - 16 in decimal). 

The Anatek pocket filter is another possiM 
ity, but this filters out all controllers - bye-bye 
modulation wheel, sustain pedal and so on. 
Most of the current batch of MIDI patchbays 
have filter sections, but you would be better off 
buying a sequencer that filters out ANO. Or 
spend the money on piano lessons and learn to 
play with both hands at once! 

• I own both a Roland U-110 and U-220 
which are wired into a Yamaha MT3X 4 · 
track using the mono outputs on each . 
When I'm playing eighth or sixteenth hi· 
hats from the keyboard, they seem to 
phase or flange - the tone changes. Also, 
when I use some of the U-110 cards in the 
U-220 , the percussion sounds different. 
Some of my snares sound like sticks! 

The sounds in these preset sample players are 
stored digitally. To play them back takes a digi­
tal to anaJogue converter (DAC/. It would 

aooear that Roland ttrt only using one of these 
for the stereo outs and sharing it between the 
two channels. This means that sounds on one 
channel appear slightly later than on the other. 

ff this is true then vdlen you're running in 
stereo, the level of the sound is ad1usted for 
each side to give the stereo image subject to 
the pan position that you have chosen. ff you're 
running from the mono out with a stereo pan 
position set, you hear part of the sound from 
one side of the stereo fonowed a fraction of a 
second later by that part for the other side. The 
result of this is like hearing the sound twice 
which creates a flanged effect. The solution is 
to ensure that you pan the sound hard right or 
left when running in mono. 

The second problem stems from the fact 
that the envelope of the sounds on ROM card 
dictate the playback on the IJ. l I O which has no 
facd,ty to change them. However, the LJ.220 
has an Alttack/, D(ecay/ and R(elease/ envelope 
which appears to override the settings on the 
cards. So leaving the settings of I/Ii~ envelope 
at 0, 0, 0 does not necessanly playback the 
sounds as you are used to hearing them on the 
LJ.110. If a snare sounds like a stick, try 
increasing the value of the decay to open up 
the envelope and so be able to hear the origi­
nal reverb inherent 111 the sample. s tt

If you log onto any of the bulletin boards in £11roNet (a 

network of boards mainly based 1n England) you can leave ST

log on and leave us a message!

The package comes on seven double-sided 
disks and in theory works on a 520 ST, but in 
practice you cao·t compile your program 
directly from the editor menu. 

The program includes the RCS resource 
editor and although there's no MAKE program, 
there is a MAKE option. so that the compiler 
only compiles those files that have been

amended since the last compilation. There's no 
source code debugger, but MONST2 is pro­
vided with a feature enabling you to see the 
source code during debugging. 

Installation is easy and documentation 1s 
comprehensrve and excellent (three huge vo~ 
umes with more than 1,000 pages in total). The 
BIOS, XBIOS, GEMOOS, GOOS, VOi. and AES 
calls are documented, as are UNIX, ANSI and 
POSIX run time library luncbons. However this 
package is clearly not meant for newcomers to 
C: there is no C Morial or C language refer­
ence manual. 

The performance differences between com­
pilers are Quite small, but the global optimiser 
and the comprehensive compile options give 
this program the edge if every microsecond is 
critical to your application.

The ozone slayer 
R,eaders out of their teens may 
remember that ridiculous fad a few 
years ago for "ozone generators," 
designed to have the bracing 
effect on users of a stroll by the 
seaside.
